Lincoln Towing Development Update 

On Monday, March 19th, an Early Design Guidance meeting was held for a proposed townhouse 
development at the current location of Lincoln Towing (125th & Stone).  The developer's preferred 
option was to construction 125 'for-sale' townhouse units.  After consideration, the Design Review 
Board voted to deny approval of the project and it will now need to come back for a second Early 
Design Guidance Meeting.  Concerns were raised with the project's massing and scale, internal cir-
culation, and fit with surrounding neighborhood context.  There was also a desire expressed by 
members of the community for the project to include a small portion of neighborhood oriented re-
tail space.  Once the next meeting is scheduled, we'll post it to the Haller Lake Community Club 
website.  These meetings are our community's opportunity to help make sure that the development 
incorporates the needs of our community, so we'd encourage anyone interested to try to attend the 
next meeting.
